30% Native American Ministry (National)  
Many of the Oklahoma Indian Missionary Conference’s churches 
are in areas of high unemployment, and struggle to pay their      
pastors’ salaries. The Love Offering will help to support the     
Oklahoma Indian Missionary Conference Parish Partners, Advance 
583634, which supplements pastors’ salaries. Native American 
Conference Plan, Advance 982615, will also receive a portion of 
this offering. This General Board of Global Ministries program 
trains leaders to work in established and new churches. See 
gbod.org/nativeamerican for more about this plan. 
30% New Church Starts (Minnesota) 
Our offering will help new ministries in growing areas of the state 
that previously had no United Methodist presence. The funds will 
be used for a variety of needs, from rent to supplies for worship, as 
well as outreach efforts.  
10% New Minnesota Volunteer in Mission Scholarships 
Lives are changed forever when volunteers reach out and become 
involved in service to others.
